This is an overview of the International Society of Logistics (SOLE) website at www.sole.org. It describes the contents, features, tools, and provides tips on navigation and getting the most from our website.

Website Technical Information

The www.sole.org website is hosted on the LogisticsWorld server in Columbus, Ohio. It took approximately 150 hours in design and development. The website uses the Microsoft NT 4.0 Server with dynamic html (Active Server Pages), and database applications with the Microsoft SQL Server 5.0. How to Navigate the Website

There are two ways to navigate the SOLE website: with the hotlink Index on the left side of the pages, or with the drop-down box on the top-right side of each page.

When using the hotlinked Index, if there are multiple pages in the section, these sub-menu items will appear indented.

When using the drop-down box, click on the arrow next to the box, select the page, then press "Go." If there are multiple pages in the section, these sub-menu items will appear indented with a dash under the main section.

Browser Settings, Security and Other Information

Every effort has been made to ensure the SOLE website is compatible with most popular web browsers. However, depending upon the configuration of your particular web browser, you may experience some difficulty.

To ensure the best experience, consider the following browser and computer settings: 

- Screen size 800x600 or 1024x768

- 256 screen colors or greater

- Show pictures

- Enable Java

- Enable cookies

Information you submit using the various forms on the SOLE website is not secured or encrypted in any fashion. Do not submit any information if this represents a concern for you.

When downloading files from the SOLE website, use the same precautions as you would with any internet site. Every attempt is made to ensure that files are free from computer viruses. However, you should virus scan all files downloaded from the internet before opening them.

Some of the files presented for downloading may be in compressed (.zip), or Adobe Acrobat (.pdf) format. In each case, you will need a copy of the application software installed on your computer to use these files. You may download WinZip from: www.winzip.com, and the Adobe Acrobat Reader from: www.acrobat.com.

Home Page

The home page offers general background information and includes Hot News and Events. You can navigate the SOLE Website in one of two fashions: from the Index on the left side of the screen, or by the Drop-down Box on the top right. Contact information is provided at the bottom of each page for ready reference.

This section provides general information for members and prospective members about SOLE. Included are pages explaining the SOLE Emblem, SOLE's Professional Pledge, Code of Ethics, and more information.

Membership Info Pages

The Membership Info section includes a description of the various Membership Benefits, the different Types of Membership, and offers an online Membership Application form.

CPL Certification

The information page for the Certified Professional Logistician (CPL) Program gives a summary of the requirements for the CPL, and offers an online contact form to request an application for the CPL. An application form may be requested online, or by using other contact information provided on the page.

Logistics Education Foundation

The Logistics Education Foundation (LEF) information page provides an overview of the LEF program, eligibility requirements, foundation members, and contact information.

News and Events and Calendar of Events

SOLE News and Events are presented in two formats: News and Events, which includes workshops, conferences, notices, or other items of general interest; and the Calendar of Events, which presents upcoming events in a chronological display. You may also submit news and events online with a hotlink at the bottom of the page.

The Calendar of Events view shows upcoming conferences, activities, or other events in a summary calendar view. A short summary of each event is displayed, with a hotlink to the full detailed description.

Annual Conference Page

This page gives details of the call for papers, program, and registration for the annual conference. To find this page, click on "Annual Conference" in the index, or select "Annual Conference" from the drop-down menu. To keep the page easy to find, the internet address (URL) will always be: www.sole.org/conference/

Guestbook

The Guestbook is for SOLE members or visitors to the website to drop us a line about our web pages, services, or anything in general. When you sign the guestbook, your comments are sent via email to SOLE Headquarters. Your comments are also available online for other guests to read.

The Discussion Group offers members and visitors to exchange ideas and information online. You can reply to any of the existing topics, or create your own topic. You can search the discussion group contents using the keyword search feature.

Members may submit news and events to SOLE Headquarters using the online submission form. After your submission has been reviewed and approved, it will be included in the News and Events page.

Members who want more information about SOLE's Career Assistance Program can find general information in the Career Assistance page.

If you wish to renew your SOLE membership, you may do so online using the Membership Renewal form.

A good selection of current books and publications is presented in the Logistics Reading List. The titles are hotlinked to detailed descriptions and may be ordered online at Amazon.com.

The File Download page offers files, documents, and presentations from various sources for downloading. You may also suggest files for inclusion in this page.

If you need any of the organization's graphics for your papers or presentations, you can download them from SOLE's online Graphics Collection.

The WWW Search Tools page was designed to speed your internet searching and researching. From this page you can enter your search term and direct your search to any of the major internet search engines. The page includes hotlinks to 50 other internet search resources.

Use the Logistics Links page to browse SOLE's top logistics links, or to search LogisticsWorld's Logistics Database of more than 50,000 websites related to transportation and logistics. LogisticsWorld's database has a customized look designed just for the SOLE website. Listings in the database include an abstract of the website, the date, file size, number of images, number of links, and displays the relevance ranking of your search term. You can choose either an Abstract View or a Title-Only View.

The Reference Library provides reference information on several topics that you may find of use. Some of these include a Country Transportation Profile Database, Government and Military Acronyms Database, International Dialing Codes, International Currency, National Holidays, and ISO 3166 Country Codes.

The Reference Library also includes a categorized listing of over 500 Non-Profit Organizations related to the Transportation and Logistics Industry, and features a Quick-Reference Tool with State Abbreviations, International Dialing Codes, and an Internet Domain Look-Up.

The Country Transportation Profile Database is a compilation of information from 8 sources that provides data on air, land, sea, and pipeline transportation, as well as selected demographic data, and websites.

The Reference Library offers information such as official country names and spellings, capitals, and country codes in the Independent States of the World page.

The database of Government and Military Acronyms is a searchable collection of 10,000 acronyms. You can search the database by acronym, meaning, or by keyword category.

The Reference Library also includes a listing of International Currency and Currency Codes.

With the listing of Non-Profit Organizations, you can locate addresses and phone numbers of over 500 organizations among 15 categories related to transportation and logistics. Organization listings include the Organization or Association Name, Mailing Address, and Telephone Number.

Administration Menus

For SOLE Headquarters and Website Administrators, the secured Administration Menu allows adding and editing content online for areas such as News and Events, and Hot News. The Administration Menus were designed to simplify the task of adding, editing, or deleting the news and events items presented in the SOLE web pages.
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
